3551.4 Open Forum Several residents spoke during the open forum, a question was raised regarding the open space and footpath on Waller Grove she was advised that the road has now been adopted.  A discussion also took place regarding the access for the new Crest Nicholson development which has not yet started, this was clarified for the resident.  The remaining section of the open forum was spent discussing the upcoming installation of additional telegraph poles within the village.  Several questions were raised on this subject, a discussion took place around the merits of having a public consultation however it was not felt there was strong enough evidence to warrant such an event.  Ward Cllr Corless and Hopton updated the current position on this regarding work being undertaken by ERYC, they also have a meeting with one of the providers.  The Chairman continued to encourage to write to their MP with any concerns.
